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Abstract

This study aims to study local knowledge transferring for sustainable
development of the national artists in visual arts and local people who are expert in fine
arts. Samples size are 16 for national artists and 18 for local people who are expert in fine
arts. The results are the artists love their careers and accept their knowledge'’s with
suitable methods from schools or their community. Almost of the samples are welcome to
transfer their knowledge's. The best way to encourage young people appreciated in fine
arts is arts exhibitions. The samples introduce that there are several ways for efficiency
instructions. Test of hypothesis by chi -Square tests, significant level =.05. The results
find that there are no significant different between sex, age, education level, marriage
status, branch of knowledge's between the national artists in visual arts and local people

who are expert in fine arts and method of knowledge's transferring.
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
